Code of Conduct

This Code of Conduct was put together by the IVY League Business Team in consultation with the adults associated with the Chorus. It is not meant to stop people from having fun! It is designed to minimise any doubts and to ensure that people understand the commitments necessary when joining the chorus.

· Members are expected to behave in way that promotes the aims of the Chorus.

· Members are expected to attend all rehearsals if possible and in particular any rehearsal taking place immediately before a performance eg Convention or a show.

· Punctuality is important.  In order to make a prompt start to rehearsals members are asked to be ready to sing at least five minutes before the scheduled time.  Members are asked to call if they are going to be late.
· Members should not chat on the risers.  
· Normal licensing laws apply whenever we are in a venue with a bar.

· No member under the age of 18 is permitted to purchase or consume alcoholic drinks and no member over 18 is permitted to purchase alcoholic drinks for a member under the age of 18.

· Members are not permitted to consume alcohol during the day of a rehearsal.
· Excessive drinking resulting in anti-social behaviour or sickness will not be tolerated.  Measures will be taken by the committee if this occurs.
· It is expressly forbidden to carry, supply or use illegal substances at any time when you would be identified as being part of The IVY League eg at rehearsals, events, LABBS or BABS Conventions or Harmony College.  Legal proceedings may be taken and you will no longer be allowed to take part in IVY League events.
· The IVY League or LABBS cannot be held responsible for any loss of or damage to personal property and you are advised not to bring valuable items to rehearsals.  Please ensure that you are adequately insured for any potential losses.
